Frequently Asked Questions

Where do I find the art cart with the visual aids and project supplies?

In Room 39 – which is located through the front/main door, take the first left, and it is the first door on the right. 

How do I know that the cart will be there at the time I need it for my lesson?

Who do I need to coordinate with in determining a date and time for the lesson?

The lead classroom parent (or you, if there is no lead designated – see volunteer list) should contact the teacher to derive a mutually convenient time for you to go into the classroom.

Do I have to deliver the lesson that was planned for me and presented at the volunteer prep meeting? 

It would be great if you addressed the same artist, if not the same project.  If you don’t pursue the same project, please try to work within the supplies planned and provided (please check with us before purchasing additional supplies if you anticipate being reimbursed -- the budget is limited).

Does the teacher help me with the lesson?

We would suggest that, if possible, you pair with a parent/volunteer partner to deliver the lesson.  More hands make lighter work, but it is always nice to give the teacher time to pursue other tasks during your hour session if he/she prefers (Also, check teacher’s preference before the lesson).  

Who plans the Projects for the school?  Can I be involved?
